On April 29th the United 
NationÕs Security 
Council held their 6114th 

meeting (AM &PM) to reaffirm their commitment to address the widespread 
impact of armed conflict on children. They heard over 60 speakers over a daylong 
debate. The Secretary ÐGeneral Ban Ki-Moon urged the council to Òstrike blow 
against É  impunity,Ó by including rape and other serious sexual violence against 
children in armed conflict as one of the criteria to include on the Òlist of shame.Ó 
Over 15 nations were representing the Security Council at the meeting, but representatives from over 50 countries 
were part of the debate. While it was noted that some progress has taken place to prevent the use of child soldiers, 
there are still other pressing issues of rape, violence, and maiming of children that should be addressed. Ban Ki-Moon 
did publicize the Department of PeacekeepingÕs finalization of its child protection policyÑ a huge step. 
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
