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2nd International Peacemakers Luncheon, Septemeber 21, 2010




Citizen Diplomacy Expert Keynotes Peacemakers Luncheon
 
The 2nd Annual Peacemakers Luncheon, scheduled for Tuesday, September 21, 2010,  celebrates the United Nations International Day of Peace.  Peacemakers Incorporated (Peacemakers) hosts the luncheon entitled “Global Citizenship:  the Power of One,” which is co-sponsored by the newly established Castleberry Peace Institute at the University of North Texas (UNT), to be held at the Tower Club in Thanksgiving Tower at 1601 Elm Street in downtown Dallas.
 
Sharon Tennison, an expert on citizen diplomacy between the United States and Russia, is the keynote speaker.  Tennison, in the early 1980s, determined in a period of desperation to try to reduce tensions between the two Superpowers.  Joining with a growing group of business and professional Americans, Sharon made the decision to try her hand at diplomacy http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Diplomacy and began putting together a first trip to the "land of the enemy."  The resulting Center for Citizen Initiatives (CCI) is the brainchild of an ordinary American citizen, Sharon Tennison.
 
Based in San Francisco, California and St. Petersburg, Russia, for the past 25 years CCI has sponsored delegations of more than 1,000 citizen diplomats to U.S. and Russia.  As a member of one of the first CCI delegations to Russia, Peacemakers founder Vivian Castleberry was inspired to organize the First International Women’s Peace Conference hosted by Peacemakers in 1988.
 
Honorary Luncheon Co-Chairs are Regina Montoya and Paul Coggins.  WFAA-TV news anchor Gloria Campos will emcee the event.  Registration begins at 10:30 am, and the lunch and program begin at 11:30 am.
